CHANGES IN REIMBURSEMENT 

The changes in the additional pharmaceutical 
reimbursement scheme are in the discussion phase as 
following: 

 Replacement of the monetary model of 
additional pharmaceutical reimbursement 
scheme with the direct higher reimbursement 
level for the patient, taking into account his/her 
overall costs for the reimbursed 
pharmaceuticals (using preferences of digital 
prescription system) 

 The increase of the monetary limits of additional 
pharmaceutical reimbursement scheme is under 
discussion. 

OTHER CHANGES 

The structural reorganization of pharmaceutical pricing and reimbursement procedures are under discussion: 
 

 The practical tasks, regarding pharmaceutical pricing and reimbursement procedures (pharmaceutical pricing 
and reimbursement negotiations, decisions)  are planned to move into the Health Insurance Fund (together 
with the competency)
